Kayak Pool sessions to break up those long winter months
Hi from Roy Johnson,

|l 6ve been involved in kayaking since 0670. St a
need to learn paddling skill to paddle whitewater rivers right here in the Midwest and in
the southeast. When I moved to Pekin in 1973 I met Ron Thompson, Carl Peetoom and
others who also had an interest in whitewater paddling. That group of friends soon led to
formation of the Central Illinois Whitewater Club (CIWW).

Way back inthewi nt er of 675, the Central 11l 1linois Wh
in the Pekin YWCA. Sessions were meant to break up those winter blues and introduce
new paddlers to the sport of kayaking. And to keep the paddling skills in tune, especially
therol | over or should | sayd rollupd skill.

Back then many folks were interested in kayaking and some continue the fun of kayaking
today. Folks from kids to seniors had a great time learning those skills in a nice warm
pool before heading to the whitewater.
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CIWW scheduled trips to Wisconsin, Missouri and to the Southeast. Many of CIWW
members were also members of the Mackinaw Canoe Club. CIWW is not active in our
area anymore, but most of us continue to be members of MCC. Several of us still paddle
whitewater rivers and like to keep those paddling skills in tune through the winter.

Following a potluck with fried chicken and many assorted dishesPresident Tim
White called the meeting to order at 6:17pm. Instead of reading the minutes from
the 2008 meeting, they were passed around for everyone to read. Lorrie Prothero
read a thank you note from Marilyn Black, and then she gave the treasurers report
submitted by Frank Black.

The balance on December 1, 2008 was $1,426.81. Income totaled $1,185.00 wi
disbursementsof $1,230.95 leaving a balance on November 1, 2009, of $1,380.8¢
Membership totals 188. George Burrier made a motion to approve the reporand
the report was accepted.

Lorrie Prothero also submitted a report from Russ Crawford who attended the
Conservation Congress. There were three specific points Russ listed: 1) IDNR
lacks money, 2) Mud the job& removing sediment, 3) Vermillion River shu
downd passing a bill that protects liability for private owners along the river.

David Stjern made a
motion to continue with the pool sessions. George Burrier seconded the motion,

the Red Cross. George Burer volunteered to call Gander Mountain and the

Peoria Red Cross. It was mentioned that the Red Cross is still active in training
and certifying people for boating instruction as well as providing the facilities.

Someone mentioned that an organization haa need for a teacher to help teach
handicapped paddlers in Decatur.

David Stjern commented he would like to see more MCC paddling on the schedule.

Tim White reminded the club that in registering the club annually with the state if
the person submitting the registration changes counties from the previous
submitter, there would be an additional fee.

The club also approved a motion to have a picnic in June to schedule more trips. It
was decided to hold a PICNIC and SWAP MEET at noon on June 5, 201@t

Weldon Springs State Park. Not only is there a spring, but there is camping, a
concession stand, trails, pavilions that can be reserved, Veterans Memorial, and a
historical site.
