When you enter the world of Global Positioning 8yst(GPS), prepare to be completely fascinated! yDidknow that 24
solar-powered GPS satellites are orbiting our eapfiroximately 12,000 miles above us, moving aedpef 7,000 miles an
hour? These satellites constantly transmit infaimnathat can identify positions on earth by meaguthe distance between
satellites. Originally placed in space by the Dapant of Defense, civilians have been able to takeantage of this billion
dollar technology since the 1980s.

I knew none of this when my Garmin eTrex Legend@®xHirived in the mail. Generally, | skip readingldiddle with tech-
nology until | decipher how to use it. When | thithis with my GPS navigator, | was humbled. Bafily enough, | ended uj
with a couple of random flags stuck on a map artdout knowing why, a pink line linking me to Kandasy, Missouri! |
tried unsuccessfully to get rid of that mysteritink to Kansas City, which led me to a great littkeok entitled, “GPS Made
Easy” by Lawrence Letham. By the first chapteralsvin complete awe of what | was holding in my haAéthough there is ¢
slight learning curve, GPS is not difficult onceuyonderstand a few basics. | will outline somecfical functions of the Ga
min eTrex Legend® HCx to show you the possibiliti&€&nce so many types of GPS exist, | will pobhkto help you decidg
which GPS is for you (the Letham book covers tbd as well).

When you first turn the GPS on, it will locate gegellites (it needs at least three) and show yaatly where you are on the
earth. With the click of a button, you can recarbcation (a waypoint), or have the GPS track ymath (along with telling
you how fast you are going, how long you have legkking, what direction you are going and othdtyniletails). You can
plan a route, using a string of programmed waypgaanthave the GPS show you the way back alongte sauw just took. If
your GPS has a card slot, you can upload maps land pll sorts of information on these maps fromry@omputer screen,
then save it and download it into your GPS. If ika orienteering, you will enjoy geocaching, wilaé Garmin website ex-
plains this as "A high-tech version of hide-andks&geocachers seek out hidden treasures utilizin§ Goordinates posted @
the Internet by those hiding the cache". As it ihaot enough, the Garmin eTrex Legend® HCx &aalculator, stop watclg
altimeter, tide tables and a fishing calendar u ¥an access a screen that will show you the cyéld®e sun and moon.

Thinking back to our daring ancestors chartingwlgers by stars, | feel a little ashamed that lokilog at the screen of my
new GPS, | can know my location by an accuracy e meters, 95% of the time. But, problems c@®aso the old map
